Providing 
work for this large number of men 
will assist In relieving the unemploy- 

ment situation in this part of » the 

province, 

The engineers are now laying out 

further plans for ditch and structural 

work to be done in various sections 

of the irrigation block, and the camp 

foremen are getting their equipment 

in shape for starting operations. 

There will be a total of about twenty 

camps this season. 

Most of the wo.k to be done this 

season will be in the districts north 

of Rosemary, between Millicent and 

Brooks, and in (Le Tilley area. A 

certain amount of work will also be 

done in other districts. 

The greatest part of the work will 

be what is called maintenance work, 

and consists of cleaning and deepen- 

ing ditches, replacing structures, 

and so forth. There will also be 

some new dratnage ditches made in 

areas where these are necessary. 

The area between Gem and Ros- 

mary will rceive considerable atten- 

tlon this summer. The land sales 

department of the company is con- 

centrating on this area, and hope to 

place many new _ settlers on land 

there this year, Many new settlers 

moved in laet fall and this spring, 

and the company will prepare the 

land for more settlers.

Figures of exact acreage are not 

available, but it is believed the am- 

ount is now more than 10,000 acres, 

Many new members have fallen in 

line with the sugar beet movement, 

adding their 10, 20, or 30 acres to

The sugar beet movement has met 

with popular favor in Gem Colony, 

and more than 1,000 acres have been 

promised for the 1932 beet crop.

The appearence of the residential 
streets of any community reflects the 
mental attitude of the citizens. Every 
community should have a definite 
policy in respect of tree planting on 
residential streets. The boulevard 
system should be used. 

Usually a sidewalk four and a half 
feet in width placed at a distance of 
about two feet from the street line 
with a graded roadway about twenty- 
four feet in width is sufficient to 
accommodate all traffic on residential 
streets. The intervening space be- | 
tween the sidewalk and the vehic- | 
ular traffic way should be planted | 
with trees spaced about twenty feet 
apart, and alternated slow and fast 
growing.

The Law Of the Cross, verse 21. - 
Before this Jesus had referred to his 
approaching death (Matthew 9.15; 
John 2.18-22; 314), but from now on 

He spoke plsinly about it, declaring 
that He must go to Jerusalem, there 
to be ill-treated by elders and chief 
priests and scribes, and be put to 
death. “He must die because He 
would save. The great “must” which 
ruled His life was a cable of two 
strands —obedience to the Father 
and love of men. These haled Him 
to the cross, and fastened Him there. } 

This verse covers an indefinite time, 
during which Jesus gradually spoke 
about His coming sufferings. Ordin- 
arily we exaggerate the suddenness 

and therefore the depth of Peter's 
fall, by supposing it took place 
immediately after his confession.”

Then in order to overcome the pro- | 
hihitive cost of radium required for 

treatment, statistics relative to the 
efficacy of which were cited, the Act 

provides for the purchase of a quan- 

titv of radium bv the Government. 
In discuesine this phase of the | 

matter, Dr. Munroe stated that “ra- 
dium ‘s used in the treatment of can- 
cer in two wavs, In the great mafor- 
itv of cases the radium salt is used | 
in va‘ious tvpes and forms of con- 
tainers and needles, but there is also 
a field for its use in the form of gas. 
The gas is collected from a quantity | 
of the radium salt in solution, into 
very minute tubes of gold, called 
‘seeds’ A somewhat elaborate appar- 
atus is required to generate and puri- 
fy this gas and, as well, to collect it 
and regulate the dosage in each seed 

The minister then stated that it 
was proposed to establish an emana- 
tion plant of this nature at the Uni- 
versity of Saskatchewan, whenever 

there was assurance of a sufficient 
demand for the gold seeds to keep the 
plant in operation. Dr. Munroe stat- 
ed. in this connection, that medical 
men in neighboring provinces and in 
Alberta already had informed him 
they would welcome the opportunity 

of procuring these seeds. The Act 
also makes provision for the regula- 

tion of the sale of radium emana- 
tions and derivatives. 

Operation of the Act will be as- 
signed to a permanent Cancer Com- 
mission. 

One and one-half grammes of ra- 
dium will be procured, according to 

| present intentions, at a cost of $105,- 
000 to $115,000. It is not, however, 
the intention that the diagnosis and | 
treatment of cancer will be a free ser- 
vice, but definite assurance was
